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Ritsumeikan Uji High School Student Guidance Bylaws

(Purpose)
Article 1: These bylaws establish the procedures for disciplinary action and special guidance for students of the
school when deemed educationally necessary, in accordance with Article 42 of the School Regulations

under the School Education Law and the Enforcement Regulations of the School Education Law.

(Definition)
The disciplinary actions stipulated in these bylaws shall be expulsion, suspension, and admonishment.
2 The special guidance stipulated in these bylaws is a measure taken to guarantee the student’s right to
education and to maintain order in the school with educational considerations and in common understanding

with the parents and other guardians.

(Withdrawn)
Article 3. In accordance with Article 42 of the School Regulations, students who fall under any of the following
items shall be ordered to withdraw from the school.

(1)Those with poor sexual behavior that is not expected to improve.

(2)Those who are recognized as having poor academic ability and no prospects for success.

(3) Those who are not in regular attendance without justifiable reason.

(4) Those who disrupt the order of the school or otherwise violate the essential principles of being a student
or pupil.

(2) The expulsion of a student may be carried out by admonition.

(Suspension)

In accordance with Article 42 of the School Regulations, when a student fails to observe the School Regulations
or other rules and regulations established by the school and commits an act that is not in the best interest
of the school, the student shall be subject to disciplinary action and ordered to be suspended from the
school.

2 Suspension shall be a disciplinary instruction that suspends the student from attending school for a certain
period of time.

3 Suspension shall be either “fixed—term suspension,” which suspends a student from attending school for
one to seven days, or “indefinite suspension,” which does not specify a time limit.

4 Notice of suspension shall be given to the student and his/her parents/guardians, etc., and termination
of suspension shall be given to the student.

5 During the period of suspension, the student concerned shall be assigned daily reflective assignments,
including a written reflection.

6 The period of suspension shall be treated as a suspension of attendance, and the student concerned shall

be prohibited from attending school, and the number of days of suspension shall be deducted from the

number of days of required attendance. However, in consideration of the effectiveness of the guidance given

to the student, the student may be allowed to come to school for guidance.



7 If said student is ordered to be suspended prior to the graduation ceremony, graduation may be postponed

depending on the length of the suspension.

(Admonition)
Article 5. In accordance with Article 42 of the School Regulations, students who fall under any of the following
items shall be ordered to be given a warning.

(1) Those who do not improve after repeated special instruction.

(2) Persons who have committed an act that is deemed to be a serious violation of social laws and regulations.

(3) Persons who commit other acts for which a warning is deemed appropriate



(Procedures for disciplinary action)
In determining disciplinary action, the principal shall give the student and his/her parents or guardians an
opportunity for explanation.
2. The principal will notify the student and his/her parents/guardians, after explaining the facts and the
nature of the disciplinary action in the presence of the vice principal, the dean of students, the head of the
grade and the homeroom teacher. In the absence of the principal, the vice—principal will act in his/her place.
3 After the principal has completed notification, the Dean of Students will explain the details of the
instructional plan.
4 Disciplinary action shall take effect on the date of notification by the principal.

5 The disciplinary action shall be documented in the instructional record.

(Special instruction)

In accordance with Article 42 of the School Regulations, special guidance shall be provided in accordance with
the following provisions. Special guidance shall consist of home guidance, school attendance guidance, and
disciplinary guidance.

2 Any student who commits any of the following acts shall be placed under indefinite tutoring or school
guidance.
(1) Serious acts of violence
(2) Serious bullying behavior
(3) Possession or use of illegal drugs
(4) Drug abuse
(5) Obscene acts (voyeurism, molestation, etc.)
(6) Theft
(7) Shoplifting
(8) Other acts that seriously disrupt the safety and order of school life
3 With regard to the guidance set forth in the preceding paragraph, the principal will decide whether to lift
or extend the guidance when two weeks have elapsed since the guidance.
4 A student who commits any of the following acts shall be given a seven (7) day fixed—term home or school
guidance.
(1) Violent acts
(2) Bullying behavior
(3) Embezzlement of found property
(4) Drinking alcohol or smoking (including consumption of non—alcoholic beverages [with an alcohol content
of 0.00%, similar in taste to alcoholic beverages, and intended or recommended for consumption by adults
20 years of age or older], smoking of electronic or water cigarettes, etc.)
(5) Gambling
(6) Other illegal acts
5 A student who commits any of the following acts shall be given a fixed—term tutoring or school attendance
guidance for up to five days.
(1) Minor acts of violence (fights, pranks, etc.)

(2) Abusive language



(3) Slander and harassment (posting on SNS, etc.)
(4) Obscene acts (sexual harassment, etc.)
(5) Unauthorized borrowing of property belonging to other students, etc.
(6) Damage (breakage, defacement, etc.)
(7) Possession of alcoholic beverages and smoking implements
(8) Obtaining a motorized motorcycle or automobile license or driving outside the designated period
(9) Unauthorized use of commuter passes
(10) Other minor illegal acts
6 Any student who commits any of the following acts shall be given a warning and guidance.
(1) Interference with classes or other similar behavior
(2) Acts of invasion of privacy (e.g., dissemination of personal information, infringement of portrait rights, etc.)
(3) Absenteeism, tardiness, early dismissal, or other significant acts of neglect
(4) Abusive language toward faculty members
(5) False presentation of commuter passes
(6) Violation of rules regarding personal belongings, clothing, hair, etc. (Rules are set forth separately)
(7) Cheating in examinations (including when returning examinations)
(8) Plagiarism and collusion in class assignments
(9) Late—night wandering and other deviant behavior
(10) Disobedience to the guidance of faculty members
(11)Other acts similar to those listed above

7 Students who commit the act described in item 7 of the preceding paragraph may be instructed to receive
a score of zero in the examination subject concerned, etc.

8 The principal will decide on the implementation of home or school guidance after a conference with the
student’s grade level. The principal will decide on the implementation of the disciplinary guidance and the
guidance mentioned in the preceding paragraph.

9 The finding of fact for a student’s conduct shall be determined by the principal after an interview by the
Student Affairs Department. However, the finding of fact for item 7 of paragraph 6 shall be decided by the
Principal after a hearing by the Academic Affairs Department.

10 The principal shall notify the students and parents/guardians of the special instruction decided upon.
However, in the absence of the principal, the vice—principal, vice—principal, vice—principal, head of the

student affairs department or head of the grade level will act for the principal.

(Concomitant Actions)
Article 8 Those who jointly commit any of the acts listed in Articles 3 through 7 in an incidental manner may also

be subject to disciplinary action or special guidance.

(Cumulative action)
Article 9. One level higher disciplinary action or special guidance may be taken against a person who has repeatedly
received disciplinary action or special guidance under Articles 3 through 8, or who has committed an act

that duplicates any of the actions in Articles 3 through 8.



(Revised and repealed)
The principal shall decide on the revision or abolition of these bylaws through the Educational Policy Committee,

the School Administration Committee, and the Teachers’ Conference.

supplementary provisions

These bylaws shall go into effect on April 1, 2024.
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
